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rovidence Academy partners with parents to raise up Godly leaders whose firm foundation
is Jesus Christ. Through our Christian and classical method of education, we teach to
think, learn and reason with a Biblical world view. Our goals are educational excellence and,
most importantly, trained leaders who stand firm in their faith and impact the world for
Christ.
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We believe Godds character is revealed not
creation. Therefore, we teach that all knowledge is interrelated and can instruct us about God
Himself. Our faculty, staff, and governing board provide a clear model of the biblical Christian

life and encourage students to begin and develop their relationships with God the Father
though Jesus Christ.
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Providence Academy is not affiliated with a denomination or local
church, so we draw families from more than 30 churches in more
than 16 zip codes. We follow a statement of faith that outlines our
primary doctrine and must be affirmed by all families prior to admis-
sion. These beliefs form a foundation that drives our efforts to
educate and guide our students in all subject areas.
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God wants us to love Him with our minds, as well as with our hearts,

souls, and strength (Matthew 22:37). Therefore, we seek to individu-

ally challenge children at all levels and teach them how to learn,
versus what to learn, by using the centuries -old, proven, classical
method. The classical method is rich in literature, history, foreign
language, and the arts. Through this approach, students are
equipped-to master any subject they encounter, know why they

believe what they believe, and communicate it persuasively.
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Providence Academy was founded in 1993 as a 4K -8th grade school until and successfully
launched a 9th -12th grade program in 2013. After celebrating the 30th anniversary of the

school in 2023, Providence now serves 244 students in grades 4K -12th grade. This represents
an average of 14% growth over the past four years. We employ 29 full -time and part -time
teachers and three full  -time administrators.
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In 2016, 39 acres of land were purchased and donated to Providence by a generous donor with

the intention that it would one day house a nhew camj
launched in Spring 2020 when we received a commitment from a donor for $8 million in

matching donations. We then secured commitments for the remaining balance and were able

to build a 51,000 square foot school with a combined gymnasium/performing arts center. In

Fall 2020, we broke ground on our $12.3 million campus and moved in December 2021.
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As we continue to grow sustainably, according to our principles, and by our statement of

faith, we are discovering that many families in the greater Green Bay area share our goals and

vision. As a result, we are trusting in Godds timin
oPhase 116 of our building project
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In Winter 2023, the previous matching donor again offered a 2 -for -1 match to Providence
Academy, committing $6.33 million of matching funds for this $9.5 million expansion. This

donor gave us a pre -funded building loan on their future matched amount, allowing us to

break ground in summer 2024 with expected completion in August 2025. This leaves us with
an attainable fundraising goal of $3.17 million for our Phase Il project.

Before soliciting additional outside donors, the Providence board offered our families the
opportunity to support the building project. Although the majority of our families sacrifice
financially to enroll their children at Providence Academy, they believe in our vision and mis-
sion and have so far committed $1.8 million, with more commitments expected prior to
breaking ground.
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The public phase of the capital campaign is to approach friends of Providence, potential
donors in our network, and private foundations.
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
